Derived from the Greek word xeros, meaning "dry," the term
xeriscape literally means "dry landscaping.” Once established,
xeric gardens need water only during excessive drought condi-
tions—every three weeks or so if there is no rainfall.

Though xeriscapes are popular in arid environments like New
Mexico and Arizona, Nebraska's hot temperatures and often-dry
summers make xeriscaping a great option here, too, and can
make for a vibrant, flourishing garden full of pollinator activity
and visual beauty.

If you are looking to replace part of your lawn with a low-main-
tenance native garden, you might want to consider adding a
xeriscape to your landscape. Here are some tips:

o Xeric plants like to grow in infertile soil and will perform
best when provided with slightly bermed or a raised
planting bed. For those that require “sharp drainage,” mix
equal parts topsoil, sharp sand, gravel and compost. Work
this mix into the existing soil to provide the well-drained
soil xeric plants require. Use a light layer of gravel mulch
on your dryland garden for topdressing. Many xeric plants
like to reseed in this mulch; weeding is easy by cutting the
young weeds with a hoe just under the mulch.

o Alight layer of wood chips, grass clippings or leaves is fine,
but excess mulch will hold too much moisture for these
plants, and they can crown rot.

o Mass perennials in groups of at least three for waves of color and texture and more visual impact. Plants should be arranged in a stair-step fashion so short plants are in front and taller ones in

back of the border.

Add some grasses, which soften the transition between showy perennials. Design your border with groups of grasses planted adjacent to and overlapping flowering perennials.

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There is no precise formula for watering landscape plants. A
wide range of variables can influence when, how much and how
to water, including plant type, plant age (newly planted or not),
soil type, microclimate and the type of watering method used.
The following helpful hints for effective watering are not all-in-
clusive, but they should get you started down the right path.

1. Always check to see if plants actually need water. To see if
the soil is moist, dig down a few inches with a long screw-
driver, survey stake or something similar. If resistance is felt
several inches down, it’s time to water.

2. Water in the morning or evening to conserve water.

3. Water deeply. In general, a hose (not a sprinkler) running
normally for 2 minutes will apply 10 gallons of water. If you
are hand-watering 10 seconds per shrub, you're applying
less than a gallon of water. To make sure water is being ab-
sorbed and not just sitting on the surface, water everything
and then start over and do it all again. Deep, infrequent
watering is much better for the health and establishment of
plants.

4. Ifyou are using a sprinkler, spend some time calibrating it
at the start of the season so you know how long it will need
to run to apply an inch of water .

5. You can test how deeply you have watered by pushing a soil
probe or a long screwdriver into the soil an hour after watering. A probe will push through moist soil easily but will give resistance when it hits dry soil.

6. Know the type of soil you have. Sandy soil will need to be watered more frequently than clay soil.

7. Trees are best watered by putting a hose on trickle or a sprinkler on low volume and leaving it there for several hours. Tree gators or five gallon buckets with holes also work as they slowly release
water over a period of time.

8. Add mulch. Applying 2-3 inches of organic mulch conserves moisture, slows evaporation, cools the soil and adds organic matter as the mulch decomposes.
9. Group plants with similar water needs together.

10. Don't assume that because a plant is native or drought-tolerant it doesn't need to be watered the first year or two of establishment. Planted in the landscape, it takes a while for the roots to extend
beyond the potting soil into existing soils.

11. Don't overwater. Automatic turf irrigation systems are most problematic in this regard. When soil is waterlogged, plant roots are starved of oxygen. By using a soil probe (see bullets above), you
can determine soil moisture. You can also pay attention to “indicator plants” like gooseneck loosestrife, Heliopsis, bee balm and Rudbeckia. When they’re wilting, it’s time to water.

12. Use a rain gauge and adjust watering accordingly. If you get 1 inch of rain in a week, you won't need to water.

13. Most importantly, plant things that can survive long-term with minimal watering.

Drought is relatively common in Nebras-
ka. The further west we go, the drier it is,
with central and western parts of the state
experiencing significant drought every
5-7 years or so. As Nebraska research-

ers continue to project increases in the
frequency and severity of drought, how
can we prepare our landscapes for those
challenges?

It's important to remember that trees
offer significant environmental, econom-
ic and social benefits for homeowners

as well as whole communities. But most
municipal water use in the summer goes
to lawns, which in many cases are over-
watered upwards of 30 percent; Nebraska
Extension actually estimates 30 to 300
percent. In larger cities, that’s a waste of
600,000 bathtubs of water daily.

Set Priorities

During severe droughts, restricting
lawn irrigation in favor of tree-watering
could save significant amounts of water.
Setting priorities is especially important
if replacement values are kept in mind,
since turf is far easier and less expensive
to replace than mature trees.

Some tree species like juniper, hackberry,
and bur and gambel oak have remarkable
drought-tolerance; but in severe drought
even long-lived and well-established trees
can be stressed.

If trees need to be prioritized for water-
ing, preference might best be given to
young and newly planted trees and to
established trees prone to drought stress
(red and sugar maple, baldcypress, gink-
go, tulip tree, aspen, crabapple, spruce).

Since water runs downbhill, desirable trees
and ones at the top of slopes or in sandy
soils might receive preference over more
favorable sites and more adaptable trees
like bur oak, honeylocust, elms, hackber-
ry, limber pine, and juniper/redcedar.

Tips for Watering Trees
Watering should be deeper, less frequent

and concentrated under the tree’s canopy.

Use hoses for small or individual trees,
lawn sprinklers that spray low to the
ground, soaker hoses and drip tubing for
trees and shrubs in landscape beds and
watering bags for new/young trees.

Here are some recommendations to
increase drought-tolerance:

1. Mulch with a 2-3” layer of wood or
other organic compost around trees
and in planting beds to help absorb
and retain moisture, reduce soil
temperature and protect trees from
mower or weeder damage.

2. Pick the right plants with an empha-
sis on regional natives.

3. Plant trees and shrubs together in
groups where they can more easily
be mulched and cared for.

4. Limit high-input turf grass to where
it is truly needed.

5. Think healthy soil. The more organic
matter it has, the healthier and more
drought-tolerant it is.

6. Design and manage irrigation
systems so they’re used only when
needed.
